ABOUT THE SPEAKER:  

Our speaker for this meeting will be Ivy Anderson.  Ms. Anderson works primarily in the Hazardous Waste Management and Cleanup Section of the Ecology Division of the State Attorney General’s office.  As part of her practice Ms. Anderson negotiates and enforces consent decrees and agreed orders that require cleanup of sites contaminated with hazardous substances. Ms. Anderson is also the Lead Attorney for the Department of Ecology’s Voluntary Cleanup Program. 

The Voluntary Cleanup Program (VCP) is one of several options for cleaning up a contaminated site under the Model Toxics Control Act.  Under this option, an applicant may perform an independent cleanup and request services from the Department of Ecology for a fee.  These services may include technical assistance on how to meet cleanup requirements and written opinions on whether the cleanup meets those requirements.  Ecology may provide different opinion letters to an applicant depending on the circumstances of the site.  Recently Ecology has decided to offer opinion letters on a property-specific basis.  This discussion will review the new process for getting feedback on your independent cleanup from the VCP, including a discussion of the new property-specific opinion letters.

ACHMM/IHMM announcements:

ACHMM approved the new name change.  This will not affect the CHMM designation, just what the association is called.  The purpose of the name change was to more closely resemble the duties that a CHMM typically performs and to provide a broader appeal for the organization.

President – Annual Reports, Letters

The annual survey for the chapter has been requested by National.  Typically the new Chapter President fills this out each year.  Mark will take care of getting this completed.

VP – Speakers, Restaurant contract

The board discussed and agreed on the following 2009 meeting dates:  March 3/June 2/September 1/December 1.

There was a general discussion regarding the Chapter dinner meeting venue and on whether it was worth shopping around for a new location.  The chapter is currently paying 19.95 per head with a 35 person minimum plus 20% gratuity.  At the moment the chapter does not know if prices will be raised but the general agreement was that if the price did not change, we would continue with the Rock Salt for our dinner meetings.

Treasurer – Financials, Dues, Tax/Registration

Taxes and registration will be due after this quarter.  The treasurer is working on getting the documents in order.
Secretaries – Member database, Attendance, Newsletter, Minutes

New recording secretary, Jon Havelock, will take over recording duties starting at this meeting.  

New corresponding secretary, Mark LaFata, has taken over duties from this point forward.

Communications – Website, Host

The chapter is going to a new hosting service which will not affect the domain name or location.  Roark Doubt will get this set up and really nobody will notice the difference.

Education – EHMM course report, Instructor evaluations

The most recent student study course put on by the chapter was not very profitable (about $1,800.00 left over after all expenses).  This was due to the number of attendees, book and study material costs, and costs associated with using the University of Washington for mailing lists, venue, etc.  Generally, the course needs 15 attendees to cover costs or break even.  There are other options for hosting the course that might lower these costs and make the course more profitable for the chapter.  This will be investigated in the future.

Awards – Nominations, Exhibits

The deadline for nominating chapter members for national awards is April 30, 2009.  This chapter has had many awards in the past so the board encouraged nominations.

The board opened up for discussion any opportunities for the chapter to attend exhibits or trade shows in the area.  There is a GreenDrinks local program that any organization can sponsor where every month people who work in the environmental field meet up at informal sessions.  There is a lively mixture of people from NGOs, academia, government and business.  These events are very simple and unstructured, but many people have found employment, made friends, developed new ideas, done deals and had moments of serendipity.  The board will look further into this program.

Government – VCP

Erik Berg discussed the current goal of getting the CHMM designation approved for signing off on certain voluntary cleanup plan (VCP) reports through the Department of Ecology.  

Directors – misc.

Jon Havelock found two boxes of chapter paperwork from the 1980’s and 1990’s in his garage while doing some early spring cleaning (remnants from his time as chapter President in 2000/2001).  This did not make the new President happy because he now becomes the keeper of the old records and had to carry them out of the restaurant.

The next chapter meeting will be held Tuesday, March 3, 2009.
