	1. Establish a distribution list for input and comments.

	3. Gather/provide criteria for each report defining under what circumstances we think CHMM stamp is appropriate.  
	We are currently targeting reports associated with the Ecology VCP program.  We are requesting authorization to certify reports as authorized in New Jersey, Indiana, and Connecticut, as well as other reports we believe CHMMs with sufficient knowledge and work experience should be allowed to sign (not containing geologic, hydrogeologic, or engineering contents as outlined in RCW 18.220.190).

	4. Identify individuals in Ecology to contact and enlist support.  
	Our Ecology contact list currently consists of 17 individuals including VCP program administrators, the Toxic Cleanup Program (TCP) lead and a couple TCP project managers, Jay Manning, and five CHMMs (we think) working in various Ecology programs.  So far Nels has contacted the two project managers he has worked most with, and Erik and Mark have been in contact with Nnamdi Madakor.  

	5. Gather institutional support documents.
	We have several documents, collected by Rampur and Erik, that describe the CHMM credential, and describe recognition achieved in other states.  Some of these documents present arguments in favor of credential recognition.

	We have a list of air pollution agencies in Washington State authorize CHMMs to do asbestos abatement, and regulation references. 

	6. Prepare Ecology support document
	We have not yet identified what kind of institutional support document we want from Ecology.

	7. Prepare draft letter and add attachments, send to distribution list
