ABOUT THE SPEAKER:  
Ms. Hankins joined the Washington State Department of Ecology in 2007 as a policy analyst.  She currently supervises the Toxics Cleanup Program's Policy and Technical Support Unit.  Her division is responsible for developing statewide rules, guidance, and policies related to the cleanup of hazardous waste sites, including developing strategies for addressing Brownfields.  A writer by profession and a scientist by training, Martha contributed to recent and ongoing efforts in producing vapor intrusion guidance used in Washington State.

The Department of Ecology is reviewing and updating the Model Toxics Control Act Cleanup Regulation, also called the MTCA Cleanup Regulation.  Periodic rule review makes sure that cleanup requirements reflect current science and include new statutory requirements. Ecology is also reviewing the Sediment Management Standards (SMS) to clarify cleanup requirements for contaminated sediments. Ecology periodically reviews and updates regulations, such as MTCA and SMS, to reflect current science and new statutory requirements and is considering a number of policy, technical, and scientific issues to simplify the rule and make MTCA easier to use.  Ecology is also evaluating decision-making steps within the rule and reviewing the 2001 amendments.  Regulations for cleaning up contaminated sediments are also being reviewed.

Ideally, we would like to chapter members volunteer to help Tim with the coordination work, as there will be a lot of elbow grease required to put on a class including registration, accounting, marketing, curriculum assemblage, licensing agreements, facility arrangements, and instructor recruitment and coordination. Chapter Field Trip

The upcoming field trip to Alaska Airlines hangar is almost filled with 16 attendees signed up; there are 8 spots available.  The tour includes the hangar, a tour of the Alaska Airlines’ Emergency Command Center, and a social hour at the Sharp’s Roaster & Ale House (no-host bar).  The tour is limited to 24 attendees and it is expected to fill up in the next week.  The board discussed evaluating the attendees to see how we can turn the information into an advantage for our chapter as most of the attendees are not regular chapter participants.  It was decided the chapter will provide newsletters and introduce attendees to the chapter at the start of the tour.
AHMP Annual Report
The annual report to the AHMP is due at the end of January.  Reporting includes number of members, meetings held, current list of officers, and other basic information the AHMP uses for management of the National Program.  Mark will work with Katherine to get the required information turned in by the deadline.  The chapter has been granted an extension to January 31, 2010 to sign the agreement with national regarding the change to AHMP.  The board had voted to sign the agreement in October 2009.  Again, signing the agreement does not require our chapter to re-brand as AHMP but the board will put this up to the membership for a vote.  Re-branding will require new artwork and updating our newsletters, letterhead, etc.  Roark Doubt offered to update the artwork using Photoshop which could save the chapter design fees.  The letterhead can be edited in Word as the chapter does not really need specific letterhead; logos and address can be part of the headers and footers which would also save the chapter re-branding costs.  The board decided that re-branding would not be cost prohibitive and decided to put it to the membership for a vote.  The meeting announcement will include a request to membership to be prepared to vote on the re-branding.

Non-Profit Annual Filing
Sidney Randall, chapter treasurer, will check with the accountant to make sure our filing is correct and performed as required by state law.  He will also check into the requirements for re-filing if we change our name.

CHMM Review Course
The board discussed at length the pros and cons of putting on a review course this year; last year the chapter did not sponsor a course due to the economy.  A half a dozen requests for a course have been presented to the chapter.  After discussion, the board determined that having the course is in line with our chapter mission and decided to have a review course this year and will begin the process of procuring meeting space, brochures, instructors, etc.  The course will be scheduled for November 2010.

CHMM and DOE Regulations
Erik Berg requested assistance for research into other state programs that have similar regulations allowing CHMMs to sign off on voluntary cleanup program plans.  According to Erik there are six or seven states with similar programs and he needs the information for DOE; the deadline for the draft regulation is October 2010 and he wants the information in front of Ecology in the next month or so.
