ABOUT THE SPEAKERS:  

Mr. Mike Boykin has been a Federal On-Scene Coordinator (FOSC) in the US EPA Region 10 Emergency Response Unit for 4 years.  He has a M.S. in Environmental Chemistry and is a Certified Hazardous Materials Manager (CHMM).    Mr. Boykin served as the Environmental Unit Leader on the first EPA Incident Management Team deployed in the first week after Hurricane Katrina made landfall.  He returned to the Gulf three more times to lead hazardous materials recovery teams responding to Hurricane Rita damage.  In addition to his duties as an Emergency Response and Removal OSC, Mr. Boykin has been focusing on emerging homeland security issues such as Drinking Water security and response to intentional contamination, emergency response readiness for chemical and radiological terrorist attacks, WMD detection instrumentation readiness, and WMD environmental laboratory capability and readiness.  
Mr. Joe Grojean works for Ecology & Environment Inc. under the USEPA Superfund Technical Assessment and Response Team (START) contract as an emergency response core team member and technical assistant to the USEPA.  After hurricanes Katrina and Rita devastated the Gulf Coast, USEPA managed most of the hazardous materials clean up in the Southern states, and Mr. Grojean responded to the southern most county, Plaquemines Parish, in Louisiana, site of multiple refineries, petroleum pipelines and hazardous materials facilities.  He worked on the special operations team, assisting with specialized site assessment and clean-up.  He also managed a tank assessment team identifying hazmat in tanks and totes so that they could be removed from the levees.  Mr. Grojean had served as President and Education Director of the Chapter in past years.  He has been nominated by the Academy of Certified Hazardous Materials Manager (ACHMM) to a national Director position. 
CHMM Overview Course
The Overview Course for the Certified Hazardous Materials Managers (CHMM) examination is scheduled for November 13-15 this year.  We have teamed up with the Northwest Center for Occupational Health and Safety at the University of Washington to organize the course.  Registration details will be announced at the Chapter meeting.
After the Overview Course, the certification exam is offered on November 17, 2006 at Shoreline Community College.  Candidates must apply with IHMM at least SIX WEEKS PRIOR to the exam date, by October 6. New CHMP credential 
A new credential, the Certified Hazardous Materials Practitioner (CHMP), was established by the Institute of Hazardous Materials Management (IHMM) Board of Directors in December 2005, for the purpose of recognizing non-degreed individuals who have at least 10 years of experience in the practice of handling and/or managing hazardous material.  An Advisory Panel has been formed to identify the basic minimum requirements.  It is projected that the application and examination process can begin before the end of 2006.

Upcoming Meetings/Events – Overview Course
1. The board discussed when and where to have the November CHMM overview course.  The options where to keep it the same week as the test, with the need to find a different training room for one day, or to move the course to a different week to allow us the use of the OSHA training room all week. 

2. It was decided to have the training the same week as the test, with the possible need to get a different training room for Tuesday.

3. The training will take place at the OSHA-UW training facility.  They will also provide administration of the training and collection of fees.  Sue will contact the facility during Joe’s absence.

4. The cost for the flyers, OSHA advertising, manuals, etc. is estimated at approximately $2000.  This would put a break-even event at 7-8 students.

3. Sponsorships were discussed.  The board needs to draft a request to put on a website or ads and determine pricing associating with sponsorship.  This will also be advertised as a chance for sponsors to advertise for jobs/consultants.

4. It was discussed whether or not National Chapter should collect our local dues.  There is no fee associated with this and could give us an opportunity to lower local dues, while continuing to give members a “stake” in the chapter.
