Chapter Business:

1. Upcoming Overview Course - The board discussed the November CHMM overview course.  Sue has arranged everything with the UW.  Currently there is one attendee signed up, but more are expected this week.  The cutoff date for signup is October 31st.  A late fee will apply after that date.
