ABOUT THE SPEAKER:  

MARK RADONICH is a health physicist and risk communication expert based in Seattle, and founded Cultural Effect Consulting, offering professional development seminars, workshops, and consulting services internationally. Mark has brought his professional, interdisciplinary, and openly welcoming manner to organizational and professional development, continuing education, and facilitated sessions since 1987.  Mark is devoted to bridging the gap between expert knowledge and public opinion and policy, and is in demand as a private trainer, facilitator, workshop clinician, consultant, and speaker on strategic, policy, and organizational issues.
Risk communication is defined as the “study and practice of collectively and effectively understanding risks.”  Too many experts and their organizations are not equipped in risk communication practices and pay consequences in terms of lack of trust and credibility. Decisions continue to be made – with or without the vital information that experts can and should bring to bear. This has resulted in incalculable losses in business, environmental quality, and delays (or cancellations) of work. It is time to apply risk information and knowledge into a wider wisdom.

Risk communication can help initiate agreement, resolve conflict, reduce stress/mistrust/fear, and among other things, allow business and projects to proceed more effectively. It is a practice to engage in (on personal and organizational levels), and a skill to develop. Risk communication is a valuable professional development proficiency which will enhance the effectiveness of technical and scientific work worldwide.

1. Welcome
