Computer-based CHMM Testing
The Institute of Hazardous Materials Management (IHMM) is transitioning the CHMM examination from paper-and-pencil delivery to computer-based testing (CBT).  The transition is expected to complete in spring 2007.  There would be secured testing at over 200 U.S. locations, including many of the universities that have served as testing sites in the past.  Potential CHMM will apply to IHMM as before, and eligible candidates will receive instructions in registering for the exam and selecting testing center and date. The new credential, Certified Hazardous Materials Practitioner (CHMP) has been established by IHMM to recognize individuals who have hands-on experience with hazardous materials.  The minimum requirements are set as: 5 years of relevant experience in the field, or an Associate Degree in Hazardous Materials Management or Environmental Management plus 3 years of relevant experience in the field.
