MORE aBOUT THE PRESENTATION
During the course of conducting site investigations and other safety and environmental work, many EHS professionals may be responsible for transporting supplies, samples, and equipment by air to or from a distant job site.  The types of materials conveyed may include contaminated media; diagnostic equipment; “empty” sample jars with preservatives; dry ice; first aid kits; calibration gases; and/or field test kits.  While familiar with the environmental and safety hazards of the contaminants and equipment, the shipper may mistakenly believe that these materials are not “hazardous” for transportation by air.  Mistakes are most often made by shippers who only occasionally transport hazardous materials and mistakenly believe that federal hazmat regulations don't apply to them.

Since the ValueJet disaster of 1996 and the attempted aircraft sabotages since September 11, 2001, there has been heightened awareness and enforcement of hazardous materials regulations.  Since 1998, the FAA has collected a yearly average of $6.5 million for violations of the hazmat regulations.

As an EH&S professional, you must ask yourself: Do you know which samples and pieces of equipment are regulated as dangerous goods by the Department of Transportation and International Air Transport Association?    Do you have documented function-specific training?  Do you know which exemptions and exceptions apply? Do you understand the differences between shipping these materials by ground and shipping them by air?

This presentation will provide an overview of the types of dangerous goods that EH&S professionals may handle and the hazards represented by these materials when transported by air.
