ABOUT THE SPEAKER:  

Nathan Graves is a Vice-President and Principal Environmental Scientist with Kennedy/Jenks Consultants, a 600 person, employee-owned consulting firm that serves clients throughout the United States.  He primarily works in the areas of water quality, environmental compliance and site cleanup, providing strategy for projects and litigation support.  Mr. Graves has represented business interests on various Ecology advisory committees on stormwater, hazardous waste, and site cleanup issues, including the recent update of the Industrial Stormwater General Permit and previous updates of Ecology’s Stormwater Management Manuals.
Ecology issued a new Industrial Stormwater General Permit on October 21, 2009, which becomes effective on January 1. 2010.  The permit regulates stormwater discharges at approximately 1200 industrial and municipal facilities throughout Washington.  Previous permits have been the subject of extensive litigation by the regulated community, local municipalities, and environmental advocacy groups.  In recent years, several environmental groups have enforced against Permittees by using the citizen suit provisions of the Clean Water Act. The framework of the new permit is similar to previous permits but there are many substantive changes that will make it more difficult and expensive for Permittees to comply.  Benchmarks for comparison with sampling data and that drive the Corrective Action process have been reduced. The Corrective Process has been simplified but the timelines for implementation have been shortened. For some industries, Ecology has expanded the area requiring coverage under the permit.  There are many other procedural changes that will require Permittees to modify their documentation and practices.  This discussion will summarize the changes and present the implications, including potential options for compliance, for the regulated community.

The Institute of Hazardous Materials Management (IHMM) recently hosted a webinar on the new guidelines and requirements for the re-certification process that were implemented on January 1, 2009.  There is a new system in place for accumulation and calculation of certification maintenance points (CMPs).  The power-point presentation from the webinar is posted on the Institute’s website for your review.  The re-certification program was developed to ensure that all CHMMs remain competent in the field of hazardous materials management and related areas, and encourages certificants to continually enhance their knowledge and skills.  The IHMM requires you to be re-certified every five years and CHMMs now must earn a total of 200 CMPs during that time period to qualify for re-certification.  If you are a CHMM who was certified or last re-certified in 2002 or earlier, and have gone through re-certification in the last year, your credential has probably expired. National Conference Attendee
Jacqueline attended the National Conference in San Diego as the (PNW) chapter delegate, the conference was held in September.  As the chapter delegate you receive free entry to the conference but are required to; 1) attend the chapter development meeting, 2) moderate a session, and 3) attend the State of the Association meeting.

Based on Jacqueline’s observations, the average chapter is about 15 members so ours is one of the larger chapters.  She noted that conference attendance was significantly lower than the last one she attended.

The current president of the association is Harry Kemp.  The association has a paid Executive Director, Cedric Calhoun.  According to Jacqueline, the culture of the association seems to have changed now with paid employees who seem intent on trying to expand membership and the increase visibility.  National is really pushing the Alliance of Hazardous Materials Professionals agenda which they believe will help the association grow and gain greater prestige.  

Jacqueline volunteered for the committee that is re-writing the Chapter Guidance Manual.  Also, the 2012 National Conference will be held in Alaska.

AHMP Brand Implementation

The board had another discussion regarding the AHMP brand and signing the chapter agreement with AHMP.  To refresh, in December 2008, the ACHMM membership voted to change the name of the organization to the Alliance of Hazardous Materials Professionals (AHMP). The new brand identity comprises the new organizational name; a modern logo; and a tagline: “Global leadership for a sustainable future™”.  
There do not appear to be any costs for just signing the agreement and our bylaws would be grandfathered in, although the agreement would require us to notify National if we made changes.  It will also require our chapter to file an annual report.  

The chapter has until November 15 to sign the report and return it to AHMP.  The board made a motion to temporarily suspend the requirement to put the decision before the membership due to the short time frame required to have the agreement signed.  Another motion was made by Mark Menard for a vote on the agreement.  The vote was unanimous for signing the agreement.  Note, signing the agreement does not require our chapter to re-brand as AHMP but we will have that option in the future.

Governor’s Health and Safety Conference
Our chapter exhibited at the Governor’s conference earlier this month.  Board members split time sitting at the booth and discussing the association with potential members or persons interested in gaining the CHMM credential.  25 persons left business cards or were scanned into the database using the conference supplied electronic system.

Chad Kean asked for suggestions on future topics, this will also be asked of the Members.  The next Chapter meeting will be held Tuesday, December 1, 2009.
